Travel Options: 
By car: Zagreb is the transport hub of Croatia and a key hub of the European motorway network. 

Zagreb is situated within the radius of 1-10 hour-drive from most of European countries. 

By train: Zagreb railway station is situated in the center of the town, in walking distance from Hotel 

Westin. 

By airplane: Zagreb can be reached by air via Zagreb (ZAG), Franjo Tuđman airport International 

Franjo Tuđman (ZAG) Zagreb. 

Shuttle bus from the airport to the center of the town every half an hour.  Average driving time is 

20-30 minutes. Getting from Zagreb Airport (ZAG) to the city center is best done by shuttle bus (€9), 

public bus 290 (€0.53–€0.93), or taxi/ride-sharing (€18–€35). The Pleso Prijevoz shuttle runs to the 

main bus station in 35-40 minutes, while taxi/Bolt to downtown takes 25-30 minutes.  

Airport Shuttle Bus (Pleso Prijevoz): The most direct, frequent service, running from the airport to 

the Main Bus Station (Autobusni kolodvor Zagreb). Airport shuttle bus to the main bus station 

followed by tram line 6 to the Westin stop. 

Public Bus line 290 (ZET): Operates between the airport and Kvaternik Square, with a ~50-minute 

travel time. Tickets can be bought for €0.53 (30 min) or €0.93 (60 min). 

By bus : Zagreb is easy accessible from all over Europe. The Central Bus Station (Autobusni kolodvor 

Zagreb) is situated in the center of the town on walking distance to Hotel Westin (2,4 km, cca 34 

min) 

Low-cost Flix buses offer extensive connections to top destinations including Vienna, Graz, Budapest, 

Berlin, Munich, Ljubljana, and much more 

Bus tickets for Europe-wide trips. Go to www.akz.hr and find the biggest bus ticket offer for all bus 

lines 24/7. 

Town transportation 

Tram Tickets: You can buy a tram ticket (''tramvajska karta'') at any newpaper kiosk, costing 0,5 EUR 

for 30 minutes ride in one direction. Once you board the tram, you must remember to validate your 

ticket in the machines – the machines for these are near the very first and very last doors of trams.
